Full team rosters will be announced in the coming weeks and promise to feature some of Las 
Vegas’ favorite stars of the hockey rink, gridiron and stage. The Battle For Vegas Charity 
Softball Game will benefit local charities, including the Tyler Robinson Foundation (TRF), the 
nonprofit foundation of Imagine Dragons, which is dedicated to providing financial support to 
children and their families battling a pediatric cancer diagnosis.  
 
“I’m proud to launch this event as this game provides the athletes of Las Vegas an opportunity 
to unite and raise funds for great causes,” said Reilly Smith of the Vegas Golden Knights. “We 
have the best fans in the NHL, and this is an opportunity for myself and my teammates to give 
back to the community that has been so good to us.”
